
RESERVATIONS 

 

The shelters at Soldiers Memorial Park can be reserved for picnics, reunions and special functions.   Reservations can be 

made by calling City Hall at 987-2361 during our regular working hours.  (Monday – Friday 8:30 a.m. – 4:30 p.m.)  

Reservations can be made for all 4 of the shelters on a first come first serve basis.   There is a $35 non-refundable charge 

for the reservation.   Your name will be placed on the “Reserved for” sign on the shelter as long as we have received the 

$35.    

 

CLEAN – UP REQUIRMENTS 

 

1.  All picnic tables should be wiped clean of all spills and food.  

2. The shelter house floor should be swept clean of all foods, spills, cigarette butts, pop & beer cans.   

3. All signs and table cloths should be removed, including staples, thumbtacks, tape, nails or whatever means you 

use to fasten them.   

4. All litter must be placed in the garbage cans.  If the garbage cans are already full, the remaining litter can be 

placed in boxes or garbage bags and placed next to the garbage cans.  (PLEASE DO NOT OVER FILL THE GARBAGE 

CANS) 

5. All picnic tables must be moved back to their original locations in the shelter houses.   

6. All clean – up requirements must be done before leaving the shelter.   

 

 

REMEMBER:  NO BOTTLES OR GLASS IS ALLOWED IN THE PARK 
 
 

SHELTER HOUSE DESCRIPTIONS: 

 

Soldiers Memorial Park has 4 shelters that can be reserved.  All 4 have electricity and are close to water and the 

restrooms. 

 

Shelter #1 – This is the largest of the shelters and is located on the hill next to the upper parking lot.  This shelter holds 

16 picnic tables.  There is a grill available to use.   

 

Shelter #2 – Not available on the 4th of July.   

This shelter house is located where the old dance pavilion used to be next to the gazebo.  This is the closest shelter to 

the restrooms.  This shelter has 14 picnic tables, 12 under the roof and 2 outside.  There is a grill available to use.   

 

Shelter #3 – Not available Memorial Day or the 4th of July 

This shelter is the most handicap accessible shelter.  It is located nearest the ball field.  This shelter has 6 picnic tables, 

but more tables are available and can be placed in the grass area adjacent to the shelter.   No grills are available.    

 

THE BALL FIELD CANNOT BE RESERVED 

 

Shelter #4 – This is the smallest shelter located at the entrance to the upper parking lot.  This shelter has handicap
